Always in such a long Chinese history was a man who knew how to reconcile quarrels, bring peace, to introduce reforms
that this area.

Sought to remove all kinds of trade barriers
between provinces. Introduced a uniform system of weights and measures, and a uniform monetary system. Various
normalized volume axis instruments and vehicles, he oversaw the building of roads and canals. In China, introduced a
whole set of uniform rights and spelling! Westerners have always felt the fear of the enormous size of China, but the
greater part of its history, China did not actually have much more population than Europe. The difference is that Europe
has always been divided into many small countries, while China has been united in one big country. This difference
seems to be more guided by political considerations and social than geographical: barriers within the country, such as
mountain ranges, are equally clear in China as in Europe. Shi Huangdi's iron hand, in the government of the eastern
area praised the Chinese Communists, as a progressive thinker, and yet philosophers have criticized it as a mediocre
ability of a tyrant. We must admit, however, that China owes much to him.
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
